She also
participated in a weekly quilting bee where she made kitchen aprons with a
dime sewn into each pocket for community members in need. During WWII,
Edophel worked in the cone department at Sonoco, and later in the dry goods
department at J.L. Coker & Co., where her expertise as a master seamstress
was always in demand.
