Cross Bloodmobile Drives at Sonoco Products Company.

Faye is survived by her children, Mark Yarborough and Alison Evans (Ken);
grandson, Justin Evans (Jennifer); and great-grandchildren, Hudson, Mary
Harper, and Henry Evans. She was predeceased by her husband, Carl "Buck"
Yarborough Jr.
