George was born on August 9, 1929, in Hartsville, SC. He was the son of the
late William Hoyt Camp and the late Dorothy Hudgens Camp. He graduated
from Hartsville High School and enlisted in the United States Army. He served



in the Korean War, where he received the Silver Star, the Bronze Star and
was awarded three Purple Hearts. He achieved the rank of Lieutenant and
was stationed in Europe. 

 

He worked as a commercial fisherman in Bon Secours, AL, following his
military career. After a few years, he returned home to Hartsville, where he
owned and operated an Exxon Station and later George’s Auto. 

 

Surviving are his sons and daughter-in-law, Hugh W. (Twyla) Camp of
Greenwood, SC, George M. Camp, Jr. of Irmo, SC; grandchildren, Garrett
Camp, Kylie Camp, and Joshua Camp.
