This job took him to many places all around the world before he retired
as Vice President of Sales for this international company. Later he became a
consultant to give him more time to be with his family and be personally
involved in his rental company back home. He also developed two local
neighborhoods, providing homes for his community. 

 

Harry was an avid jogger, ran a 10K in his 50's, and could do a one-handed
pushup. As he grew older, he continued walking every day in his
neighborhood that his family still resides in. 

 

He was an honest, fun-loving, charismatic ham-bone. He was fair and gave
credit where credit was due. He was often sought after for his advice, and his
brutally honest words of wisdom rang true. He was respected for the advice
and help he gave whether you had to agree or disagree. You would still
remain friends.
