She was an active member of the First Baptist Church, where her primary
area of ministry was helping to raise money for missions through the annual
Christmas Bazaar, one year being so excited to have baked over 30 cakes
sold at the Bazaar. For many of her years as a businesswoman, she was also
an active member of the Pilot Club of Hartsville and the Hartsville Chamber of
Commerce, planning many special events, especially those associated with
making the Coker College students feel welcome in Hartsville.
