Carl Jones was the kind of man a kid couldn’t help but love to be
around. | remember fondly when | was a boy and he’d visit. He’d tell
my brothers and me to punch him in the stomach as hard as we
could. As we gave him all the pounding we could muster we would
yell, “Can you feel it!?” to which he’d respond, “Nope, still can’t feel
it. I told you boys, it’s a brick wall.” He’d invite us to do pull ups on
his arm and tell us, “This is a marine’s arm. You won't be able to pull
it down.” My brother Jacob and | with our combined 70 pounds
dangled in the air and pulled on Carl’s arm as hard as we could and
to no avail — he was right, we couldn’t pull down a marine’s arm!

Years later when | was well into adulthood | ran into Carl and
Jokingly said, “Hey Carl, when | was a boy you used to have me
punch you in the stomach to show me how strong you were. How
about | take swing now, think | could lick you?” Without a blink Carl
responded with a smile, “Go ahead, Will — try it.” | responded, “You
know what on second thought | don’t think | want to test it!”

I also remember one time in elementary school getting sick and the
school couldn’t get in contact with my parents. The school secretary
then tells me, “Your mom didn’t answer, but there’s another family
member your mother listed here that we can contact in case of an
emergency, his name is Carl Jones. Can we call him?” “Yes!” | said.

My most poignant memory of Carl however, was on my wedding
day. He came up to my wife and me and exclaimed, “Will, you didn’t
tell me that you were marrying Larry Hendrix’s granddaughter - |
was in the marines with his brother!” (My wife was immediately
accepted into the family). Then, quite unexpectedly, Carl put my
hand and my wife’s hand in his. He looked me square in the eye
and with tears in his said, “Boy, look at me. Look me in the eyes,
now. Now, | want you to promise me that you’ll treat her every day
with all the love the Lord would have her be treated with. You listen
to me now boy, there could come a day when she’s gone, and you'll
wish everyday that you could have just one more moment to tell her
that you love her. You'll regret any moment that you didn’t. | think of



my wife every day. | miss her every moment. I’'m not letting go of
your hand until you promise me, promise me now, that you'll treat

her the rest of your life — every day - like the greatest gift from God
that she is.”

When a Marine, grabs your hand, and with tear-filled eyes tells you
to promise something, you do it. “| promise, Carl. | promise.”
