They married and settled in
Hartsville, her husband’s hometown, where they raised their two daughters.
Mrs. Timmons was active in the Byerly Hospital Auxiliary, Lakeshore House
and Garden Club, Friends of the Library, and the Thursday Study Club. She
was also involved with her church, First Baptist Church , where she taught
Sunday school and served on various committees. Music brought much joy to
her life and she shared her talents with the church, nursing homes, and at
neighborhood parties by playing the piano and accordion. She liked to bring
along a basket of musical instruments and encouraged everyone to participate
much to the chagrin of Martha and Janie who didn’t appreciate their Mom’s
talents in their youth. Her hobbies included growing roses, needlepointing,
and antiquing. She especially enjoyed a large glass of iced tea and those



delicious McBee peaches.
