Jerry Dubose Holley, Sr. was born on May 9, 1937, and passed away on
January 13, 2026. He is the son of the late Connie Maxwell Holley and the
late Hessie Mae DuBose Woods. He lived a life marked by hard work, faithful
service, and a deep commitment to his family, church, and community. 

For many years, he worked in maintenance at DuPont, where he was known



for his reliability and strong work ethic. His dedication to service extended well
beyond his career. He served the citizens of Chesterfield County as a member
of the Chesterfield County School Board for 23+ years, including 10 years as
chairman. His leadership helped shape the educational system for
generations of students. In recognition of his lasting impact, the Chesterfield
County School Board honored him by naming the McBee High School
Gymnasium after him. 

 

A farmer at heart, he farmed for more than 70 years. He raised tobacco,
cotton, soybeans, and corn, and lovingly tended a large garden for family and
friends filled with vegetables and watermelons. Agriculture was not just his
livelihood but a lifelong passion. His commitment to farming and youth in
agriculture was recognized through the FFA Eagle Award and the Honorary
State FFA Degree. 

 

Faith was the foundation of his life. He was a lifelong member of Union
Methodist Church, where he faithfully served as a Sunday School teacher,
Sunday School Superintendent, and Lay Speaker. He was known for quietly
living out his faith through service, humility, and love for others. 

 

In addition to his loving wife, Sylvia Johnson Holley, Jerry is survived by his
children, Ronald (Debra), McBee, SC and Rev. Danny (Naomi), McBee, SC;
grandchildren Ron Holley; Amy Holley Hunnicutt (James); Mickie; Nickie, Josh
Holley; Morgan Holley Ricard (Rhett); and Chase Holley; as well as several
great-grandchildren and one great-great-grandchild. 

 

In addition to his parents, he was preceded in death by his son, Jerry Dubose
“Punk” Holley, Jr and sister, Glenda Nell Holley.
