She is remembered as a
mentor to many and she never stopped learning. She continued her education
adding the distinction of Psychiatric-Mental Health Nurse (PMHNSs). As a
member of the American Psychiatric Nurses Association, she was expanded
how she cared for people at Pee Dee Mental Health. After retiring, she
returned to work with the SC Department of Corrections where she was able
to evaluate and care for inmates. She always had a heart for people suffering
from mental health difficulties and was one of the proudest accomplishments
of her career.

She was proud of her children and grandchildren who knew her as Grandma
Bubba. When asked to speak about their grandmother, her grandchildren say
she was cute, petite, and never afraid to speak her mind. She was the very
definition of a “spitfire”. They want her remembered as the most intelligent
woman and best nurse they ever knew. They also say she made the best
green bean casserole ever and she will be greatly missed.
