 Marty, husband of Nancy Watson Driggers since January 1967, died Friday,
August 31, 2018. Born in Clinton, SC, December 7, 1942, he was a son of the
late William Boyd Driggers and Willie Mae Benson Driggers. Marty was raised
from the earliest of ages in Hartsville, SC and graduated from Hartsville High
School in 1961. Marty then graduated from Clemson University in 1965. At
Clemson, Marty served as the Head Cheerleader, member of Tiger
Brotherhood, and served as the 1964-65 president of Sigma Alpha Zeta
fraternity, the first official social fraternity at Clemson (now PiKA). Marty
served his country in the United States Air Force for 5 years before entering
the University of South Carolina School of Law. Marty returned to Hartsville
and practiced law for 45 years, including spending 30 of those as counsel for
the City of Hartsville. He served his community tirelessly through many
projects, including the Renofest Bluegrass Festival. He was honored with
numerous awards for his service. 

 Survivors include his wife, his sons, and daughters-in-law, Martin and Karen



Driggers of Hartsville, SC and Benson and Lara Driggers of Columbia, SC.
His grandchildren are Grace Driggers, Scott Driggers, West Driggers, Eve
Driggers, Hope Driggers, of Hartsville, SC, and Benson Driggers, Trevor
Driggers, and Graham Driggers, of Columbia, SC. Also surviving Marty are his
older brother, William Boyd Driggers, Jr. and his brother’s wife Susan
Driggers, of Burke, VA. He is also survived by the Driggers cousins, the
Benson kin, and the Watson in-laws, who all loved him dearly.
