Since Ned and a
co-worker wanted to help blind children, they engineered tones into a strategy
to allow them to play basketball. After retiring from AT&T, he opened his own
business which he truly enjoyed. Ned and Phyllis enjoyed playing Tennis,
especially Tennis tournaments. They played in Local and State Tournaments,
also representing South Carolina in the Nationals, Ned in the men’s doubles
and the two of them in mixed doubles.
