Patsy Hughes Nelson, 81, passed away October 2, 2012 in Houston, Texas.
She was born on January 17, 1931 in Florence, South Carolina and brought
her special blend of Southern hospitality, gracious spirit and good humor to
every place she lived. She is survived by her husband of 57 years, Richard
Nelson of Katy, Texas; daughter Lisa Littlefield (Burt), son Steve (Mary Kay),
both of Sugar Land, TX; grandchildren Ryan, Andrew, Haley, Samantha and
Amelia; and brother, Ansel Hughes of Hartsville, SC. 
Patsy graduated from Hartsville (SC) High School in 1948 and from Coker
College in 1952 with a B.S. in Business Education.

Army Engineers. It was there that she met Navy lieutenant Richard Nelson
and was married on September 10, 1955 in Hartsville. Following two years in
Austin, TX, “Pat and Dick” moved to Michigan where they would live for the
next 35 years in the towns of Plymouth, Rogers City and Grand Blanc. After
raising her children into the teen years, Pat returned to the workforce, working
as an administrative assistant for the Plymouth and Grand Blanc school
districts for 20 years. 
Retirement brought an opportunity to return to the south and a very pleasant
and active 18 years in Hilton Head Island, SC. Pat was a longtime member of
the First Presbyterian Church of Hilton Head where she cheerfully volunteered
for many years at the Bargain Box, raising funds to help support the church’s
day care center.
