he retired as Pastor Emeritus. 



In addition to serving on numerous humanitarian committees, Dr. DuBose will
always be remembered as a loving and compassionate minister, husband,
and family man.

three grandchildren, Ashley DuBose Derrick, Michael Terry and Melissa
