My heart is so heavy and I am flooded with so many emotions at the
hearing that Rev. Ed Griggs has went to be with Jesus...From my
birth to college he has always been my preacher, mentor. and
friend...Preacher Griggs was true servant of God he cared for
people and it showed. I will never forget him. All of my life he was
there helping me. When our house burned when I was 5 and we lost
everything...he came by and picked me up and took me out and
bought me stuff so I wouldn't have to be around the awful event.
When I was severely burned at age 8 he comforted me and made
visits all the way to Charleston to see me and pray for me. At 9
years old he stood with me in Black Creek as I made my stand with
Christ through Baptism. Through the years at school if there was
any function, a game, a concert, a graduation he was there to
support me and every child in his church. He would visit us in our
home, he would visit us in school, he would visit us in the hospital.
He would take the RA's on trips...At 15 he began mentoring me for
the ministry. As I and Gerald McFarland started the tape ministry for
the "shut ins" he offered advice and accompanied us on visits. At 17
he took me to North Greenville College where he and I stayed and
slept in dorm rooms to see if that was the school for me. He called
often to see how I was doing while in college, he wrote letters
encouraging me while there. When I received my first real church
position he called to congratulate me and pray with me. When I told
him I had found a girl from the same home town that he had found
his girl he said "they don't make 'em any better...you did good."
When my children were born he congratulated me. If someone need
anything he was there to offer help whether or not they were in his
congregation or not. Even after he retired he still ministered and
was there in my life in the highs and lows. Never was there a time
growing up was he not there. He tirelessly spread the love of Jesus
and his gospel every where he went. He preached fiery sermons
with love from the Bible. His down to earth stories of life, life on the
farm and life in the Army were real and relevant. He was real and
loved everyone of his "children" and if you acted up as kid in church
he wasn't above "taking his belt off" (which he never did) but some
how we knew he would.
