
Mr. Roy Norbert Flynn Sr.

A memorial service for Roy Norbert Flynn, 80, will be held at 2:00 p.m. on
Saturday, March 2, 2013 at Brown-Pennington-Atkins Funeral Home. 
He passed away on Wednesday, February 27, 2013. Father Zimmerman, of
Florence, SC, performed last rites. 
Roy was born in Fall River, MA, the son of the late James Henry and Jane
Smith Flynn. He moved to Hartsville, SC, on his 16th birthday and considered
himself a reformed Yankee. 
He served in the army during the Korean War and was stationed in Alaska. He
was a jack-of-all-trades, and his work career included 16 years at Nucor Steel.
In 1991, he founded Flynn Pallet Repair, later purchasing and growing Pee
Dee Pallet in Cheraw, SC. His son Michael who worked along side of him now
runs the business. Roy was an active deacon in the church during the 70’s. 
Roy was a compelling storyteller, a pied piper of children, and a legend to us
all. 
Roy leaves behind the broken hearts of his wife, the love of his life, Jerrie
Ross Flynn, their children: Roy (Joan) Debbie (Robert), Jamie (Sandra),
Michael (Melanie), his grandchildren: Elizabeth, William, Jeffrey, Patrick,
Caroline, Sarah, Katherine, James, Journey, Matthew, Michael, and three
great grandchildren: Caleb, Flynn and Wayland. 
Roy was the 8th of 11 children: Dorothy, Jimmy, Charlie (deceased), Bobby
(deceased), Earle, Madeline (Tozlowski), Leo, Harold, Kenneth and Eileen
(Griggs).
