She was always seen with a book in hand or nearby
until her recent decline in vision. She read well over one thousand books.



Throughout her life, Joy always carried a deep affection for horses. She loved
all breeds, but The Clydesdale was her favorite. As a teenager she developed
this love of horses by spending time on the farm with her grandparents whom
she loved dearly. Joy had a special place in her heart for God, each member
of her family, and her church family. She had a great sense of humor and lived
up to the name that her dad gave her, “Joy.” She always wanted everyone to
be happy and did her best to spread “Joy“ whenever she was present. This
includes her final years as a resident at Morrell Nursing Center.
