She was always caring
and loving with a very comforting spirit. She cared for anyone and everyone
she came in contact with and never met a stranger, including her many
families and patients which she cared for during their end-of-life care. To know
her was to love her and she probably affectionately called you “baby” even if
she just met you. She made you feel as if you were lifelong pals. 

Terry enjoyed being with friends and family, listening to music, and watching
the birds in her backyard flower garden with her husband, which they
affectionately cared for and loved watching grow together. She enjoyed being
at the beach and her time being the best Gigi to her granddaughter “bear
bear” Wrenlee.
