He had a good heart and fought
his health issues to the fullest. He was a real fighter. Buddy touched many
people's lives and made many friends. It was hard to forget him if you ever
met him, especially with that ole' burly-growly voice.

He had a very special friend, Mitchell Sansbury, and his wife, Donna; a loving
cousin, Cary Coleman; and many loving neighbors and friends.
